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The Delaware Judiciary provides language access to those with limited English proficiency and
members of the deaf and hard of hearing community. The Court Interpreter Program is managed
by the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) under the direction of the Court Interpreter Ad-
visory Board. Below are several charts detailing the demand for interpretation services.
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
